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SAFE STREETS FOR SENIORS

In New York City, older adult           
pedestrians are  disproportionately 
injured or killed by motor vehicles 
as they make up 12% of the city’s       
population but 33% of pedestrian      
fatalities.  72nd and 79th streets are   
especially wide corridors on      
Manhattan.  The intersections of 
these streets with York, 1st Avenue, 
and 2nd Avenue were of particular 
interest to Transportation              
Alternatives (TA) researchers, due 
to their high volumes of traffic,   
service as access roads to the FDR 
drive, and their location in a        
residential neighborhood.  In July 
2006, TA researchers collected data 
on 360 older adults’ walking speeds 
and behaviors while they were 
crossing these dangerous             

intersections. 
 
Descriptive statistics are useful 
for understanding risks       
pedestrians face when crossing 
busy streets.  23.9% of the   
elders observed had a           
difficulty ascending or        
descending the curb, a gait 
disorder, or an assisted     
walking device.  75% walked 
at a pace slower than 4 feet per 
second, which is the speed 
used in city planning.  Seniors who 
walked with difficulty had an average 
crossing speed of 3.01 feet per      
second versus 3.82 feet per second 
for those without difficulty. 
 
These findings illustrate the need to 
make senior friendly crossings.     
Signals must be retimed to allow 

slower pedestrians time to cross.  
Drivers’ awareness of older adults 
must be increased.  Similarly,        
pedestrian education must empower 
seniors for safe walking.  As our   
society ages, city planners and local 
governments must be willing to    
challenge established practices to 
make streets safe for seniors.        

The New York State Association of 
Traffic Safety Boards is pleased to 
announce the New York Law      
Enforcement Challenge, an          
innovative program that provides an 
avenue to stimulate traffic law            
enforcement in any police or sheriff 
agency.

Traffic Safety Boards endorses this 
program and strongly encourages 
police agencies in this state to apply. 
Your application will put you in the 
running for three levels of awards, 
one at the state from GTSC, a second 
at the regional level from NHTSA, 
and a third at the national level from 
the IACP.  
 
Awards will vary and include an     
expense paid trip to the annual IACP 
conference where your department 
would be recognized. State and     
regional winners will be recognized 
at the annual Empire State Law     
Enforcement Traffic Safety  Confer-
ence, April 26-27 in Albany.
