DIVERSE GROUPS

The NYSATSB has taken
steps to address the traffic
safety education needs of
culturally diverse groups.
The Multi-Cultural

Outreach Committee
(MCOC) will work under

the auspices of the
Education Committee.

Their mission is to increase
the knowledge and ability

of traffic safety

professionals to provide
effective programs with
diverse groups in order to
reduce traffic-related injuries
and fatalities. Goals created to
address this mission include:

1. Increasing awareness of
the need to address
traffic safety education
within diverse
communities

2. Providing educational
opportunities to address
the cultural aspects of
diverse communities

3. Building upon existing

traffic safety

infrastructure and
promote multi-cultural

New York is largely populated by
foreign-born residents compared
to most states in the nation. Our
state ranks high along with
California, Florida, Hawaii and
New Jersey. According to the
2000 national census about 36%
of the NYS population categorize
themselves as races other than
white. In addition, the population
of minority groups in New York
State has been steadily growing.
As the population increases so
does the need to address traffic
safety issues affecting these
groups.

Studies conducted by the Nationaldjd04@health.state.ny.os

Highway Traffic Safety
Administration indicate that
certain minority groups are at
increased risk for traffic-related

injuries compared to the
white population.
Generally, people from
some groups are more
likely to live in poverty,
less likely to finish high
school, and more likely
to speak a language othg
than English. Recent
immigrants from other
countries may not be
aware of traffic safety
laws. In addition, cultural
barriers can exist which
must be identified and
addressed for behavior change t
occur.

In order to effectively impact the
traffic related behaviors of diverg
cultural groups, it is important fo
traffic safety program
coordinators to identify and
address cultural beliefs, attitudes
and values and be aware of how
to effectively connect and work
with diverse groups in a culturall
competent manner.
